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When you finish racing in Kimberley, you will then drive back towards Calgary, hotels in either

Banff (40 minutes to Nakiska), Canmore (30 minutes to Nakiska), or the Stoney Nakoda Resort
(at Highway 40 turnoff — 20 minutes to Nakiska), or Mt. Kidd Manor (5min to Nakiska).

Nakiska is located on Highway 40 south of the TransCanada highway in the Kananaskis
Provincial Park and requires a parking pass to park at the hill. Passes can be obtained from the
visitors information center or online.

After racing at Nakiska, you will have a 1 hour drive to the Calgary Airport.
